Easter falls on the first 

Sunday following the 

first full moon after 

March 21, the  spring 

equinox.  This dating 

was adopted to keep 

Easter closer to the 

Jewish Passover each 

year, which follows a 

lunar paschal calendar 

instead of the solar cycle 

calendar.  Easter 

therefore can fall on a 

Sunday as early as 

March 22 and as late as 

April 25.

     Read again the words of the 

apostle Paul as translated by the 

New Jerusalem Bible and remind 

yourself the crucial importance of 

the resurrection! 

 “If there is no resurrection of the 

dead, then Christ cannot have been 

raised either, and if Christ has not 

been raised, then our preaching is 

without substance, and so is your 

faith.  What is more, we have 

proven to be false witnesses to God, 

for testifying against God that he 

raised Christ to life when he did not 

raise him—if it is true that the dead 

that death came, so through one 

man has come the resurrection of 

the dead.  Just as all die in Adam, 

so in Christ all will be brought to 

life;  but all of them in their proper 

order: Christ the first-fruits, and 

next, at his coming, those who 

belong to him.  After that will come 

the end, when he will hand over the 

kingdom to God the Father, having 

abolished every principality, every 

ruling force and power.  For he is 

to be king until he has made his 

enemies his footstool, and the last 

of the enemies to be done away 

with is death, for he has put all 

things under his feet.”
