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Congregational Atmosphere

Gary Grady introduced us to the idea of
congregational atmosphere a few months
ago. He pointed out that when a group of
disciples meet they create a unique
environment that is especially perceived and
evaluated by visitors and guests. Grady noted that members who meet
regularly can be so comfortable in meeting, familiar with everyone
meeting and so used to the surroundings that they can become unaware
of exactly what kind of atmosphere is created and being projected. Dr.
Grady expressed that congregations must be very intentional about
developing an atmosphere that is consistent with who we are as Jesus’
disciples.

James, the brother of Jesus, talks about this idea as well in his letter of
the New Testament (read scriptures to the right). James seems to be very
clear that an atmosphere of favoritism should never be present or
created. The attitude we have and the way we treat each other when we
meet is very important for good congregational atmosphere.

This Wednesday night we will discuss Westlink's congregational
atmosphere in light of the being a GC2 (great commandment and great
commission) church. We will use Grady’s suggestions to help us sort
through this vital issue of congregational atmosphere.
