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Orville Green 1920-2007

Orville L. Green was born in
Olney, Texas to Joe and Dora Green.
His body peacefully gave up its long
battle with cancer at 6:37 AM, March
11, 2007. We are confident that
Orville’s spirit returned to our Lord at
that same time.

Orville grew up in Olney and
graduated from high school there.
He moved after high school with his
family to a farm in the Mena,
Arkansas area . It was in Arkansas
where he met Hazel, his wife of 65
years. Orville and Hazel were
married in 1941. They soon moved
to New Orleans and lived there
during the war years. They moved to

Wichita after the war and Orville went
to work for Cessna as an expediter.

He retired from Cessna after thirty-
seven and a half years.

Orville became a disciple of Jesus in
the late fifties. He, Hazel and his
daughter Linda were among the
earliest members of the Westlink
congregation beginning in1959. He
served as a deacon and was a faithful
member until his death.

Orville was his birth name but he
could have easily worn the Bible name
of Barnabas. The Scriptures tells that
Barnabas was “a good man, full of the
Spirit and full of faith.” The description
of Barnabas fit Orville well. God gifted

Orville with a positive outlook that
he used to encourage others. His
excellent outlook stayed with him
to the end. Orville clearly displayed
the fruit of God's Spirit: love, joy,
peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, gentleness, faithfulness
and self control. Orville’s faith was
forever confident in his Savior. One
of Orville’s favorite titles for Jesus
was, “The Good Lord.” Orville truly
was a good man. He really was the
son of encouragement.

Orville will be deeply missed by
Hazel, Linda, Lonnie and the rest of
the family. He will also be missed
by all who had the pleasure to
have known him.
