Let me recap some of the ideas we
talked about from the scriptures in
our sermon series to keep them fresh
on our minds.

e When Jesus said that he would
build his church he had in mind
gathering people together who
trust and obey him as Lord. Jesus
did not seem to have in mind a
certain organized structure re-
sponsible for “doing church”.

e So, to be a follower of Jesus is to be
part of Jesus’ church. It’s that
simple.

e The goal Jesus has for his followers
(church) is that they grow together
into the likeness of Jesus and con-
tinue his ministry and mission.

e The difficult task we have as follow-
ers is functioning together in unity
and love as Jesus wants.

e Jesus tells us that how well we work
together with all disciples as a unit
(are unified) is the testimony to the
world that God exists and that He
loves everybody.

e Jesus says that the identifying mark

(sign) of His church is our love
for one another.

e There are three areas of involve-
ment for Jesus’ followers
(church): Community life, the
Commission task and Kingdom
Activities.

e Full commitment to Jesus is ex-
pected. Being committed to Jesus
means we will be fully committed
to all of His followers but, not a
full commitment to any
“church’s” traditions, methods,
organization, practices and etc.

May we continue to pursue the full
unity, love, involvement and commit-
ment to Jesus’ church, i.e. His disci-

ples, that our Lord desires.
