Susan and I were able on Mon-
day to view the Dead Sea Scroll
exhibit which is now in Kansas
City. It was truly fascinating to
see fragments of animal skins
over 2000 years old which were
used as writing material. The
writings were amazingly clear and
extremely precise. The size of the
letters were about the same size
the letters you are reading right
now. I’m writing on a computer
and then printing it. The Dead
Sea Scrolls were written with

quills and ink jars. The scribes
were true experts at writing.

The Dead Sea Scrolls are among
the oldest manuscripts ever found of
Biblical text. They build our confi-
dence on the accuracy of the Bible.
They help us translate the Scrip-
tures. They take us back and put the
teaching of God in historical set-
tings. The Dead Sea Scrolls are a
great blessing from God.

Second, the most found Bibli-
cal writings are from Deuteron-
omy, Isaiah and the Psalms. The
Ten Commandments were com-
pletely intact. Deuteronomy,
Isaiah and the Psalms are also the
three most quoted books in the
New Testament. Maybe we need
to spend a lot more time in those
books than we do.
