My uncle, Carlos Richardson, was
born January 28, 1942, in Elk City,
Oklahoma. He died on May 22, 2006.

Carlos was one who came into this
world with physical and mental
problems. He contracted polio. He
had severe epileptic fits throughout his
life, especially in his younger years.
He wore thick glasses and even at that
he could barely see. Carlos grew up in
a world of handicaps. He was
reminded on a daily basis that his body
and mind did not function anywhere
near full capacity.

Carlos will be
made whole!
